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Mishima City Public Wireless LAN Terms and Conditions of Use

(Purpose)

Article 1 Following terms and conditions of use governs the use of the Internet service through
public wireless LAN (hereinafter referred to as the "Service") which the city of Mishima
(hereinafter referred to as the "City") provides its citizens and visitors to improve their
convenience and securing means of communication in case of disastrous events. We consider
all people who use the Service have agreed to these terms.

(Service Offered)

Article 2 Those who subscribe the Service (hereinafter referred to as the "User" or Users  depending
upon context) are able to connect to the Internet through this Service.
(Facilities offering the Service, location of use, and available hours)

Article 3 The location and the facilities in which Users receive the Service are provided in Appendix
1. The Service will be offered within the time frame which each facilities define, unless it is
determined otherwise by the City.

(Usage Fees)
Article 4  The Service shall be free of charge; provided that Users shall be responsible for all the
charges incurred by using third party paid services.
(Terms of Use)

Article 5 All Users shall comply with the Act on Prohibition of Unauthorized Access(Act No. 128
0f 1999) and other related laws and regulations.

2 Users are not required to notify the City regarding the use of the Service.

3 Users shall prepare communication device and its power source to use the Service at their own

expense.

4 Users shall take necessary measures such as installing and using malware and virus protection on
the communication device when accessing or using the Service, or restricting access to harmful
websites.

(User Qualification)

Article 6  The use of the Service shall be limited to individual use and shall not extend to

commercial and organizational use unless it is determined otherwise by the City.

(Acquisition and use of usage history by the City and purpose of use)

Article 7 The City can acquire usage history for the following purposes:

(1) When investigating the usage status of the Service.

(2) When using it as statistical data in order to review or improve the content of the Service.



(3) In addition to those listed in the preceding items, when the City determines it is necessary.
(Suspension of the use)
Article 8 The City may, without prior notice, immediately suspend or terminate access to the Service
to whom any of the followings apply.
(1) A User who has conducted any of the acts prohibited in the next article (Prohibition)
(2) In addition to the case listed in the previous clause, a User who violates these terms of use.
(3) A User whom the City deems inappropriate as a User.
(Prohibition)
Article 9 Users shall not conduct any act listed below.
(1) An act that cause or may cause any damage to the City or a third party.
(2) An act that violates or may violate any property, reputation, privacy, portrait or other rights of
the City or a third person.
(3) An act that is contrary to public order and moral
(4) An act that unjustifiably discriminates against, slanders or insults the City or a third party.
(5) An act that is illegal or may be illegal.
(6) An act that is considered to be an election campaign or is relative to an election campaign
regardless of whether it is during election period.
(7) An act that is relating to sex entertainment, proselytization, or politics.
(8) Creating, using, or sending a virus or other malicious computer program or equivalent.
(9) Sending a large amount of e-mail to a specific or unspecific number of people for the purpose
of marketing products, forming a pyramid scheme, or conducting business opportunity sales.
(10) Sending or receiving extremely large files using file sharing software or any other means.
(11) An act that is interfering with the provision of the Service, or its usage by other Users.
(12) Any other act that the City deems inappropriate or that violates or may violate any laws.
(Restrictions on the Service)
Article 10 The City may suspend the Service in the event of any of the following.
(1) When service maintenance or construction is performed regularly or urgently.
(2) Due to an earthquake, a fire, a flood, a power outage, or other emergency situations, when the
City deems the provision of the Service becomes difficult.
(3) When there is an unavoidable reason, such as damage to the equipment or network related to the
provision of the Service.
(4) When the City decides that the provision of the Service should be discontinued.
(Disclaimer)
Article 11 The City shall not guarantee the perfection, accuracy, reliability, and usefulness, etc. of the
contents of the Service and the information Users obtain through the Service.

2 The City shall not be liable for any loss or damage to itself, Users, or any third party, which was



caused by a Users action corresponding to Article 9. In that case, the User shall bear legal liability
for any damage.
3 The City shall not be liable for any loss or damage incurred by Users listed below.

(1) Any loss or damage incurred by the provision, delay, change, suspension, or termination of the
Service.

(2) Any loss or damage incurred by losing Users information provided or collected through the
Service.

(3) Any loss or damage, incurred by computer viruses infected the Users communication device
and such.

(4) Any other loss or damage incurred by Users associated with the Service.

4 The City shall not guarantee normal operation of any system or software used by Users.
5  The City shall assume no liability in association with any conflict between a User and a third
party over the use of the Service.
(Amendment to these terms of Use)
Article 12

The City may amend these Terms and Condition of Use without approval of Users.

Supplementary provision

The terms shall come into effect on February 1, 2021
